Justification: Recent years has seen a merging of ecology and evolutionary time and
has seen growth in the appreciation of selection pressures leading to
evolution in contemporary time scales. Such evolution should change
phenotypes, which in turn affects population dynamics and the ecology of
a given species. This comprehensive paper present the outcome of a large
size-selective harvesting experiment using zebrafish that has been
ongoing in my laboratory since 2006. Results show that rapid evolution of
life-history and behavior can happen in just five generations of size-
selective mortality. The study is, to our knowledge, the first proof of
genetic changes caused by size-selective mortality similar to the one
induced by wild fisheries in arange of life-history and behavioural traits. A
model shows that genetic and phenotypic change scales to strongly affect
population dynamics. Moreover, the shifting body size of positively size-
selectively harvest population will likely exert fundamental changes in
trophic relationships, nutrient cycling and food webs. The work is
exemplary due to its empirical nature and the crossing and blending of
ecology, genetics, life-history, behavior and fisheries. The work has
implications not only to basic fish ecology, but also to all global fisheries
where size-selective harvesting is common. The zebrafish selection lines
are world-wide unique and would be brought to Vienna to further study
neurophysiological and behavioural consequences of strong size-
dependent selection pressures on wild animals. The project has been
ongoing since 2006 and involved setting up a large scale experimental
facility and managing a large team of collaborators. The first author is the
PhD student originally hired to start the selection lines.

Justification: Worldwide millions of fish are released via stocking in lakes and rivers,
but surprisingly few through studies exist that thoroughly study and
document the potential additive effects of stocking. This is an issue
because stocking can strongly alter biodiversity and the ecosystem
services provided by freshwater ecosystems. Here we show using
replicated pond experiments that no additive effects are to be expected
when stocking pike in naturally reproducing stocks. By contrast, stocking
of fry is effective in building a cohort when spawning is impaired. Our work
has the potential to strongly shape future stocking efforts and could help
curtailing the biodiversity loss caused by inappropriate, yet common,
stocking efforts. The work shows how relevant applied questions in
fisheries management can be coupled with fundamental tests of ecological
theory, here density-dependent population regulation. The paper also
shows my ability to supervise a large team of master and doctoral
students, with a view of getting published in the leading empirical fisheries
journal.
